


So Rad – These are great things to do for your pet:
★ �Exercise your dog every day.  Many dogs like walking, running, chasing balls or frisbees, biking, 

 roller blading, even skateboarding with you.  Some cats like walking on a leash. No choke collars please.

★ �Take your dog or cat to the vet if it is sick or injured.  Even healthy animals should get vaccinations 
and a have a check up by a veterinarian every year.

★ �Be sure your pet has a collar and ID tag with your address and telephone number in case it escapes from  
your house or car.  Pets should also have a microchip—a tiny computer chip with an identification 
 number that can help your pet be returned to you if it becomes lost.

★ �Take your dog to Obedience School –You’ll will learn how to communicate with each other and your  
dog will love learning new things.

★ �Brush or comb your dog or cat every day to get rid of loose hair and reduce cat hairballs.  
(Your mom will love you for keeping pet hair off the furniture!)

★ �Spay or neuter your pet – We all love cute puppies and kittens, but there are already too many dogs and cats in New Mexico—more pets than we have homes 
for.  Make sure your Fido or Muffin has surgery to prevent them from having babies.  Don’t be part of the pet overpopulation problem!

★ �Your pet loves attention and affection—the more love you give the more you will get back!
